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Introductory Notes

The primary purpose of this paper is the visualization of the final revision of the last two Titles
of Book III on “Specific Contracts”; namely Title XXII “Partnerships and Companies” and
Title XXIII “Associations”, which was undertaken in the period from May to November 1924.

The final draft for “Civil and Commercial Code of the Kingdom of Siam” compiled by the
French commissioners themselves had been submitted to the Siamese Government already in
1919. In this “Draft 1919”, Book on “Specific Contracts” was included in Book on Obligations
as its “Division VII”. Later in 1922, this part was separated from the general part of the law on
obligations as “Book IlI”. Soon after the promulgation of “Book | and II” of 1923, the draft for
the “Book III” was reworked once again and published in April 1924 as “Draft April 1924".
However, this draft probably did not contain the last two Titles."

Introductory Notes

The French commissioners had already accomplished the draft for “Book on Obligations”, in-
cluding Title XXII and XXIII, already in 1910 (Archive “Vol. 56”). According to the report of
Mr. René Guyon in 1919, these two Titles were separately enacted as special laws; namely the
“Law on Partnerships and Companies” on 7" September 1911 and the “Law on Associations”
on 29" May 1914.2

Accordingly, these two special laws were already in effect as the French commissioners sub-
mitted their final draft to the Siamese Government in 1919. They planed to integrate these two
special laws again into “Book on Obligations”. Under such circumstances, however, the integ-
rated parts for these special laws had to be separately treated from the other parts when the
draft for “Book Ill on Specific Contracts” was reworked and changed once again as “Draft April
1924”. Apparently, Title XXII “Partnerships and Companies” and Title XXIII “Associ-
ations” were excluded from the target of any substantial alterations. This would be the main
reason why the Thai translation of the “Draft April 1924” in the Archive “Vol. 86” did not in-
clude the last two Titles.

For this reason, no new texts were composed for the Titles XXII and XXIII. Instead, the texts
from the “Draft 1919”, namely Secs. 1129 to 1463, were directly reviewed and improved, but
without any substantial changes.

Contents of the Tables

The following tables describe the alteration process of Secs 1012 — 1297. The contents of the
four columns are as follows:

1) The first column shows the texts of sections in the “Draft of 1919, Division VII.” corres-
ponding with sections in the “Draft April 1924”.

2) In case of the last two Titles, the contents of the second column is essentially simple;
namely the alterations of the original texts of the “Draft 1919”, which are reported in
the Archive “Vol. 87”. They are mostly improvement of clarification of expressions and
wordings.

3) The third column shows the final version of December 1924 after the alterations, which
is recorded in “Vol.88”. The sections were finalized with the recounted section num-

bers. In case the first and third columns contain the same text and the second column is
empty, then it means the sections in the “Draft of 1919” was adopted into the final ver-
sion of December 1924 without any changes.

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Introductory Notes

Preliminary Evaluation

Titles XXII and XXIII have totally 286 sections. The levels of the alterations to the “Draft
1919” in these Titles could be distinguished into the following four classes:

Level Mode of alteration Sections
I.  Adoption without any changes: 164
[I.  Adoption with trivial changes: 80
l1l.  Adoption with substantial changes: 32
IV. Introduction of or replacement with new compositions: 10

Total: 286

As a result, 244 under 286 sections were adopted from the “Draft 1919” without any substan-
tial changes. It climbs to 86 % of the total sections in these Titles. This point would be the
most outstanding difference in comparison with the revision of Titles I to XXI.

In regard with the Title XXII “Partnerships and Companies”, the Draft 1919 contained 6
sections with the concept of rights “extinguished by prescription”; namely Secs. 1155, 1184,
1188, 1265, 1303, and 1409. After the revision, the Draft December 1924 still maintained these sec-
tions but completely recomposed them according to the concept of actions “barred by pre-
scription”; namely Secs. 1038, 1067, 1068, 1133, 1170, and 1272. This point shows that the coordin-
ation with the parallelly drafted new version of the Book I and II (“New Text”) was one of the
main policies for the revision of this Title.
